A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOLEDAD

DECLARING APRIL, 1990 AS CHILD ABUSE
PREVENTION MONTH

WHEREAS, child abuse is a serious local, state and
national problem that affects families from all cultural,
ethnic, religious and socioeconomic sectors throughout our state
and nation; and,

WHEREAS, each year 2.2 million children are reported
as physically or sexually abused; and,

WHEREAS, early detection, intervention and treatment
are critical to ending this devastating cycle of child abuse;
and,

WHEREAS, only through an effective partnership among
law enforcement personnel, educators, child protection service
workers and social service agencies can be continue to provide
the necessary programs to serve and protect our children; and,

WHEREAS, through essential prevention and treatment
programs and greater coordination among entities delivering
services to child abuse victims and their families, volunteers
and professionals are continuing to work together to decrease
the incidence of child abuse in California; and,

WHEREAS, it is important to recognize the many people
who provide assistance to victims of child abuse and their
families, and, during April 1990, there will be a number of
programs taking place to publicize and support child abuse
prevention and treatment programs in our state;

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of
Soledad does hereby declare April, 1990 as Child Abuse
Prevention Month in Soledad and encourages all residents of the
City of Soledad to participate in the effort to eliminate child

abuse from California.
